Portola, California is located along State Route 70 - the
Feather River Highway. We are t hour northwest of Reno
via US395 and CA70, t hour north of Truckee via CA89 and
County Road A23, 3 hours northeast of Sacramento via
lnterstate 80, CA89 and County Road A23, or 3 hours east
of Chico via CA70.
